General Information
 
ORGANISED SHORE EXCURSIONS
Booking Direct with Silversea gives you peace of mind. Our local tour operators are fully insured and have been comprehensively vetted. In
the unlikely event of issues with a Silversea tour, we assume responsibility and the ship will wait for our delayed shore excursion. These are
important factors when comparing value. Looking for a special program with your travelling companions? In a nod to our Italian heritage,
let us reserve for you our Silver Shore “Privato” service - a private vehicle with driver and/or guide. Create your own itinerary or leave it to
us. This service is available in most ports which you can reserve on MySilversea (my.silversea.com) or at the Shore Concierge desk onboard
for a truly tailor-made arrangement. Please bear in mind as we traverse many far reaching destinations, the local infrastructure varies and is
beyond our control. Road conditions and vehicles available locally may not be up to standards we are accustomed to. Guides and drivers
may speak with a heavy accent at times depending on the port of call. Be assured however that at Silversea, we contract only the best tours
and best operators available at each destination. Please Note: Silversea reserves the right to make any changes or modify a tour in case of
unforeseen circumstances and/or to ensure the safety and comfort of our guests.
 
BOOKING & CANCELLATION DEADLINES
Shore excursions must be purchased on or before the booking deadline for each port of call. Tours are available on a first-come, first-
served basis; some tours are very popular with guests often ending up being wait-listed: in order to avoid disappointment, it is therefore
suggested to book in advance via my.silversea.com from 120 - 7 days prior to sailing. Last-minute requests to participate on excursions are
subject to space availability, which in some cases may not be determined until departure time pier-side. Please note that certain shore
excursions may have different reservation deadlines and may incur cancellation fees if cancelled after the deadline. Unless otherwise
indicated in the tour description for a particular shore excursion a 100% cancellation fee will be charged for shore excursions cancelled
within 48 hours of the scheduled start time. If changes or cancellations are required once onboard, tickets must be returned to the Shore
Concierge desk within the cancellation deadline period.
 
ONLINE ADVANCE RESERVATION OF SHORE EXCURSIONS
For those of you that are not aware, at Silversea you can pre-reserve your excursions at leisure prior to your journey on the internet, log on
to MySilversea (my.silversea.com) up to 7 days prior to your sailing date. If you have pre-reserved your excursions on line, your tickets will
be delivered to your suite upon embarkation and all charges will be billed to your shipboard account.
 
ON BOARD RESERVATIONS
Once on board, you may also reserve and purchase your shore excursions. You will find a consolidated tour booking form in your suite and
at the Shore Concierge desk. Select the tours in which you wish to participate, then leave the completed and signed form at the Shore
Concierge desk prior to the booking deadline indicated. Tour tickets will be delivered to your suite and your selected excursions charged
to your shipboard account. Overland and exclusive excursions must be pre-paid by credit card through your reservation agents. If still
available they may also be purchased on board. Shore excursions require a minimum number of participants in order to operate as
described. If this minimum number is not met, Silversea reserves the right to offer the programme at a different rate or to cancel the
specific departure. 
 
SHORE EXCURSION PRICING
Prices are generally quoted per person, per tour, with the exception of Silver Shore Privato or group-designated excursions. Prices are
subject to change without notice. Please visit MySilversea (my.silversea.com) for the most up-to-date information. Discounts for children
under 12 years of age are available on some, but not all tours. Prices for children, if available, will be adjusted onboard. Please meet with
the Shore Concierge team prior to your excursion to discuss the availability of children’s pricing.
 
ON-TIME TOUR DEPARTURES
As a courtesy to fellow guests, tour departures generally will not be announced unless there is an unforeseen change. Departure times
from the ship are published in the ships daily newspaper, the Silversea Chronicle. Guests are kindly requested to proceed ashore at least
ten minutes prior to the tour departure time. The Shore Concierge team will be pier-side to direct you to the appropriate transportation.
When the ship is at anchor, guests must allow additional time to tender ashore.
Silversea Cruises reserves the right to adjust itineraries and tour departures as local conditions dictate. Please note that pier departure
times are also listed in MySilversea (my.silversea.com)
 
TOUR SUITABILITY
At Silversea we offer a broad range of activities for our guests of all physical capabilities. Some excursions are decidedly only for the
physically fit and active guest. Each excursion offered is clearly identified with an activity level to assist you. For your safety and enjoyment
and that of your fellow guests, please be certain you’re selecting excursions that meet your physical capability.

PORT TALKS
Throughout your cruise we’ll be offering Port & Shore Excursion information given by our Shore Concierge Manager and Destination
Consultant prior to arrival in each port of call. Our aim is to give you a travel experience that goes beyond the ordinary and many of your
questions about our ports of call will be answered in these briefings, giving you more time to enjoy and immerse yourself in each port. The
information is presented in the theater or is pre-recorded and played on your in-suite entertainment system.
 
SILVERSEA SHUTTLE SERVICE
Complimentary transportation may be provided by Silversea when the local town is beyond a reasonable walking distance from the port.
This service may not be possible in ports where a strong taxi union exists, preventing Silversea from providing a complimentary shuttle. The
availability and schedule for this service will be announced onboard and listed in the Silversea Chronicle. We are not able to advise this in
advance. Operationally, intervals between shuttle bus departures could be affected by local traffic. Silversea is not liable for any unforeseen
delays. There will be a break in service for driver meal times. Shuttle service is offered during the day only. The shuttle service is designed
to augment local transportation; guests requiring more flexibility may prefer not to wait for a shuttle and secure a taxi at their own expense.
 
CHILDREN ON TOUR
To ensure the safety of our younger guests, participation by children in certain shore excursions may be restricted. To ensure the safety of
our younger guests, children up to the age of 8 years old are only permitted to participate in suitable Silver Shore Excursions and the
shuttle service, if the vehicles are equipped with the correct safety harness and seating equipment, to accommodate a child.

 This tour is gives an overview of the cosmopolitan blend of the old and new that make Montréal so unique. You will see the culturage heritage of
the French and the English that have co existed for over 400 years.
City Highlights
Depart the pier and drive by, Old Montreal, the financial district, Westmount and its opulent residences, Montreal's McGill University. It isone of
the largest historic districts in North America, you will learn about the origins and growth of the colony as you marvel at the unique architecture
of the Old City.
 
Notre-Dame Basilica
Designed in 1829 , Notre-Dame Basilica is a neo-Gothic masterpiece. View it with its imposing façade and opulent interior of carved wood
adorned with gold leaf, the basilica has long been one of Montréal's most noted landmarks.
 
Mount Royal Park
Perched on the hills above the city, the views and photo opportunities of Montréal's skyline, the St.-Lawrence River, and the surrounding
countryside are unsurpassed. Covering an area of over 200 hectares, the park is an oasis of peace and greenery and a magnet for outdoor
enthusiasts in the middle of a modern metropolis.
 
The Golden Mile
At the heart of Montréal is the unique cosmopolitan center known as the Golden Mile. Bringing together commerce, culture and art you will pass
lovely Victorian architecture, museums, shops, and restaurants.
 
This tour concludes back at the pier.
 
Please note: This tour is available to in-transit guests continuing on to the following cruise. It involves aminimal amount of walking for
approximately 457 metres (1499 feet), with a few steps to negotiate at the entrance to the Notre Dame Basilica. In the event that the Basilica
is not available, a stop at the Saint-Joseph Oratory will be made in replacement. This tour is suitable for guests with limited mobility and
those who utilise a wheelchair; however, guests must be able to board the coach via steps and wheelchairs will be stowed in the coach cargo
compartment.

 Discover the picturesque beauty, charm and landmarks of Québec during this memorable sightseeing excursion through the historic Old Town,
and a visit to the spectacular Montmorency Falls.
Place Royale
Depart the pier for a scenic drive by Place Royale, a beautifully restored market square of 17th- and 18th-century stone architecture located in
the heart of the Lower Town. Place Royale was the site of Champlain's first settlement and the oldest standing Catholic Church in Canada, Notre-
Dame-des-Victoires. From here, proceed to the Dufferin Terrace and Le Château Frontenac area.
 
Dufferin Terrace
Located 200 feet above the waterway, this viewpoint offers spectacular vistas of the St. Lawrence River, Île d'Orléans and the Laurentian
Mountains. During your brief visit, learn about the history of the area.
 
Cap Diamant & Montmorency Falls
Next, a photo stop is made at Cap Diamant for exquisite views of the St. Lawrence River, Lower Town and surrounding countryside. Afterward,
drive through the scenic National Battlefields Park, or 'Plains of Abraham', along the Grande-Allée and past the Hôtel du Parlement en route to

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Montmorency Falls. A brief photo stop is made here to marvel at the Montmorency River roaring over the cliff and down to the St. Lawrence

Please note: This tour involves a minimal amount of walking over paved and cobblestone surfaces; walking at Dufferin Terrace and
Montmorency Falls is at the discretion of each guest. This tour is suitable for guests with limited mobility and those who utilise a wheelchair.

YQB-C / GRAND EXPLORATION OF QUéBEC DIFFICULTY

 
Price:$129; Duration:7.50 hrs

 Indulge your senses with the scenic highlights of historic Québec and its environs during this memorable, full-day sightseeing excursion.
Place Royale, Île d'Orléans & Lunch
Depart the pier for a scenic drive by Place Royale, a beautifully restored market square of 17th- and 18th-century stone architecture located in
the heart of the Lower Town. Leaving Place Royale, continue on across the bridge to Île d'Orléans. Upon arrival, drive through picturesque
villages of traditional rural Québec and Pointe de Sainte Pétronille, then proceed for a French lunch at a typical Québecois
restaurant.
 
National Battlefield Park & Cap-Diamant
Continue for the brief drive to the National Battlefield Park, also known as the 'Plains of Abraham'. This historic battleground has been
transformed into a beautiful 250-acre (101-hectare) park with hills, gardens, monuments and artillery artefacts. A photo stop is made at Cap
Diamant for exquisite views of the St. Lawrence River, Lower Town and surrounding countryside. From here, proceed to the Dufferin Terrace and
Le Château Frontenac area.
 
Dufferin Terrace & Le Château Frontenac
Located 200 feet (180 metres) above the waterway, this viewpoint offers spectacular vistas of the St. Lawrence River, Île d'Orléans and the
Laurentian Mountains. During your brief visit, learn about the history of the area and take an optional stroll to Québec's most celebrated
landmark, Le Château Frontenac. This magnificent, green-turreted castle was built in 1893 by the Canadian Pacific Railroad.
 
Sainte-Anne-de-Beaupré
After lunch, re-board your coach for the drive to Sainte-Anne-de-Beaupré and listen to a narrative by your guide en route. Upon arrival,
commence your self-guided exploration of the lovely grounds and major sites of Sainte-Anne-de-Beaupré, including the Basilica, Scala Santa and
Memorial Chapel. Following your visit, re-board your coach and drive to Montmorency Falls via Avenue Royale.
 
Montmorency Falls
This imposing natural phenomenon is 1.5 times higher than Niagara Falls. During your visit, take in breath-taking views and see the powerful
forces of nature at work as the Montmorency River cascades over a 272-foot-high (about 83-metre-high) cliff and down to the St. Lawrence River.
Some free time is also made available to take a stroll along the paths near the falls.
 
Your tour concludes with a brief return drive to the pier.
 
Please note: This tour requires a moderate amount of walking for approximately 750 yards (about 686 metres) over paved and cobblestone
surfaces, with approximately 20 steps to negotiate at the Basilica (a wheelchair ramp is available), 85 steps at the Scala Santa and 20 steps at
the Memorial Chapel if guests wish to see all the sights. As walking at Sainte-Anne-de-Beaupré, Montmorency Falls and Dufferin Terrace is at
the discretion of each guest, this tour is suitable for guests with limited mobility and those who utilise a wheelchair. A sweater or light jacket
is recommended. The tour sequence may vary.

 
YQB-D / BICYCLING ADVENTURE TO MONTMORENCY FALLS DIFFICULTY

 
Price:$79; Duration:4.00 hrs

 Peddle through one of the more picturesque parts of Québec during this half-day adventure to Montmorency Falls.
At the pier, meet your professional cycling guide for the short walk to the cycle shop, where you are fitted with a bicycle, helmet, and bottle of
water. Following a brief safety demonstration, head out with your guide and begin the 15.5 mile (25-kilometre), bike ride to Montmorency Falls.
 
The Journey
Pedal past the Québec Yacht Harbour and the Industrial Grain Elevators before crossing the St. Charles River to Domaine Maizerets, a historic
site and vast landscape garden located on one of New France's first concessions. After a brief stop for photos and water, the cycle path
continues on a parallel course along the St. Lawrence River, offering spectacular views of the skyline of Québec and the Île d'Orléans.
 
Montmorency Falls

 Itinerary, all arrangements, and prices are subject to change without notice. Silversea reserves the right to correct any errors or omissions. Please refer to
my.silversea.com for the most current schedules, fares and complete terms and conditions.
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Upon arrival at Montmorency Falls, board an aerial tram for the ride to the summit of the mountain. Here, breath-taking views await as you
admire the powerful forces of nature, the water of the Montmorency River roaring down the 272-foot (82-metre) cliff to eventually meet with the
St. Lawrence River.
 
Return to the cycle path and ride for back towards the ship, re-tracing your route.
 
Please note: This tour involves a bicycle ride of approximately 15.5 miles (25 kilometres) over flat even roads and bicycle paths. This tour is
recommended only for guests in good physical condition. It is not suitable for guest with limited mobility, heart or breathing problems, or
those who cannot pedal a bicycle for long periods of time. Guest must sign a waiver to participate. Bring water from the ship. As this tour
operates in most weather conditions, we suggest you dress in layers and bring rain gear

 
YQB-I / OLD QUéBEC ON FOOT & TEA AT CHâTEAU FRONTENAC DIFFICULTY

 
Price:$69; Duration:3.00 hrs

 Watch the history of Québec come alive during this picturesque, half-day sightseeing excursion through the city on-foot.
Québec City, Lower Town, Place-Royale,Notre-Dame-des-Victoires, Petit-Champlain Street
Depart the pier for your guided and narrated stroll through the Lower Town. Your first stop is Place-Royale, an historic square with stone
buildings that were once the homes of wealthy merchants. Built and rebuilt several times, the square remains the heart of the Lower Town and
home of North America's oldest standing Catholic Church, the Notre-Dame-des-Victoires. Located just around the corner from Place-Royale is
the charming, pedestrian-only area of Petit-Champlain. As you walk along its narrow cobblestone streets, pass by an array of quaint boutiques,
specialty shops and outdoor cafés, as well as strolling musicians, jugglers and street performers.
 
Funicular-Ride, Upper Town, Old Town, Place d'Armes, Dufferin Terrace,Old English Walls
Next, take a short, panoramic funicular-ride from the Lower Town to the Upper Town. Upon arrival, take a short, guided walk through the Old
Town, the only walled city in North America and an UNESCO World Heritage Site. Along the way, pass by Place d'Armes, Dufferin Terrace, Place
de l'Hôtel de Ville, Ursuline Convent, Québec Seminary, Artists' Alley, the Old English Walls and Dufferin Terrace, located approximately 200 feet
(about 61 metres) above the waterway. It was at the Dufferin Terrace that Samuel de Champlain built his fort in 1620. From here, take in
spectacular views over the Saint Lawrence River, town of Lévis on the opposite shore, Île d'Orléans and the Laurentian Mountains.
 
Château Frontenac, Refreshments
Whilst in the Upper Town, a stop is made at the Château Frontenac. Perched on a hill overlooking the St. Lawrence River, the castle-like Château
Frontenac is the best-known landmark in Québec. It was here that Franklin D. Roosevelt, Winston Churchill and William Mackenzie King met to
discuss the Allied strategy during World War II. During your visit, relax with tea or coffee and a pastry. Following your visit, you may opt to return
to the pier on-foot, or remain in town for further shopping and exploration, and return to the ship on your own.
Please note: This tour involves a moderate amount of walking for 0.93 miles (about 1.5 kilometres), at times over uneven and cobblestone
surfaces and inclines. This tour is not suitable for guests with limited mobility and guests who utilise a wheelchair. Guests are advised to wear
warm, layered clothing with flat, closed-toe walking shoes, and bring sun protection and a weatherproof coat from the ship.

Have the chance to visit the
town's famous hotel, Manoir Baie-Comeau, where cake and tea will be served.
 
Manoir Baie-Comeau
Robert Rutherford McCormick, president of the Chicago Tribune, founded Baie-Comeau in 1937 when he established a paper plant to control
costs for his newspaper business. He built a sumptuous manor that later burned to the ground in 1965. The manor was re-built in 1965 using
stone instead of wood. It was completely renovated in 2004 and is now a hotel with all the charm of an old French colonial manoir, with most of
the rooms, dining room, terrace and gardens open on to spectacular views of the St. Lawrence River. Enjoy cake and tea during your stop at the
Manoir.
 
Return to Place La Salle on foot where you have the option of either remaining in town and taking the shuttle back to the ship, or returning
immediately to the ship.

Stimulate your senses with a trio of rotating workshops offering many opportunities to explore a place that time has forgotten. Rub shoulders
with local characters, the De Gannes and the Chief Engineer's servants, as they provide a rare glimpse into the exciting challenges faced by the
resilient residents of the 18th-century town. Revel in the magnificence of the King's Bastion while listening to stirring tales of soldiers testing their
mettle in an unfamiliar new environment. And for pure indulgence, treat yourself to the elegant bliss of our chocolate demonstrations, delighting
in a first-hand experience making hot chocolate the old fashioned" way.
 
The Fortress of Louisbourg offers an opportunity to imagine life in the toughest of conditions almost 300 years ago with beautiful visuals in static
displays, surrounded by the beauty of the architecture of the buildings.
 
At the conclusion of your visit, re-board your coach for the approximate 45-minute drive back to the pier.

Cape Breton Island and Miners Museum

Next, re-board your coach and continue driving past rich farmland and lush forests, then pass by St. John's Episcopal Church en route to the
Angel Oak, a 300-year-old live oak tree. After a photo stop here, re-board your coach and commence the approximately 30-minute drive back to
the pier.
 
Please note: This tour involves a minimal amount of walking for approximately 600 yards (about 549 metres), at times over uneven and grassy
surfaces and inclines, with a few steps to negotiate to get on/off the coach and board/de-board the trolley, and five steps at the Tea Factory.
