NAV-E / Epidaurus & Paladimi Fortress Difficulty

Discover the scenic beauty and historic legacy of Epidaurus and the fortress of Palamidi during this picturesque half-day
excursion.
Panoramic Drive & Epidaurus
Depart the pier for approximately 45-minute scenic drive to Epidaurus. Situated on the cool slopes of a beautiful and wooded
valley, Epidaurus was known throughout the Hellenic world for its unique medical facilities and healing treatments. The city was
filled with curative spas and baths, and only priests had access to certain secret rites.
 
Theatre of Epidaurus
Most of the ruins of Epidaurus have been reduced to their foundations, with the exception of the astonishing theatre. Still used
for special performances, the Theatre of Epidaurus is in an admirable state of preservation. Built into the ground, rather than
above it, the theatre is renowned for its fantastic acoustics, which are heard during your visit.
 
Paladimi Fortress
Afterwards, re-board your coach for a return drive to Nafplion, where you will visit the fortress of Palamidi, a true architectural
masterpiece. The fortress was built during the Venetian occupation in the early 19th century and consists of eight bastions,
each was self-contained, ensuring that if one bastion was breached the others could still be separately defended. Enjoy its
splendid views over the hill of Argonauplia, the town of Nafplion and the Bourtzi offshore before making your way back to the
pier.
 
Please note: This tour involves an extensive amount of walking and steps to negotiate and is not suitable for guests with
limited mobility or those who utilise a wheelchair. Light-weight clothing; sun hat; sunglasses; sunscreen and flat, comfortable
walking shoes are recommended.

NAV-F / Wine Tasting in Nemea Difficulty

Nemea may not have many historical monuments like the rest of the Peloponnese, but it boasts 3,500 years of winemaking
history. The region is arguably Greece's most important red-wine appellation, located in the northeast corner of the
Peloponnese peninsula. If you are a wine lover, this half-day trip to the region is a perfect fit for you.
Nemea Wine Region, Skouras Winery
Depart the pier for approximately 30-minute drive to the renowned wine-making town of Nemea, and visit Skouras Winery.
Domaine Skouras resides in the outstanding appellation of Nemea, in northeastern Peloponnese. Founded in 1986, Skouras
produce a range of wines based on the Agiorgitiko grape variety as well as from international varieties like Cabernet
Sauvignon. George Skouras, owner, oenologist and wine-maker at Domaine Skouras, is one of the true pioneers of the modern
Greek wine renaissance.
 
Winery Tour, Wine Tasting & Local Snacks

 Itinerary, all arrangements, and prices are subject to change without notice. Silversea reserves the right to correct any errors or omissions.
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Upon arrival, take a short walk through the winery and discover the history and production of the famous Nemea wine. Learn
about vintage and the ageing process in the impressive one-thousand-barrel cellar, which has a constant temperature of
+14°C and 70% humidity. Here, wines are aged under ideal conditions. You are then invited to sample five different types of
wines produced at the Skouras Winery. They are accompanied by some local snacks and served amidst a lovely winery
landscape.

NAV-H / Ancient Corinth & Canal View Difficulty

Discover the ancient glory of one of the most historic cities in Greece during this picturesque, half-day excursion to Corinth.
Corinth
Depart the pier for the scenic, approximate 75-minute drive to the once rich and powerful Corinth, an ancient city blessed with
a superb location, fertile plains and virtually impregnable refuge. Excavations reveal that the ancient city was huge and
wealthy; a survivor of numerous invasions but devastated by earthquakes.
 
Guided Walking Tour
Upon arrival in ancient Corinth, take a guided walking tour of this historic old city. Along the way, view the platform, or 'bema',
where the Roman governor tried St. Paul, and the striking Temple of Apollo, seven of whose original columns still stand. Next,
walk through the remains of the Market Place, a colonnaded square once surrounded by many small shops. From here, visit
the celebrated Fountain of Priene and Lechaion Road.
 
Corinth CanalBridge
Enjoy a photo stop at the bridge above the incredible Corinth Canal which was an idea originally proposed in ancient times to
link the Ionian and Aegean seas. When the magnitude of the task proved too large, a paved slipway was built to enable sailors
to drag small ships across on rollers. This method was used until the 13th century, and the canal was finally completed in 1893.
Following a photo-stop, re-board your coach for the approximate one-hour drive back to the pier.
 
Please note: This tour involves a moderate amount of walking for approximately 1.5 hour and is not suitable for guests with
limited mobility or those who utilise a wheelchair. Wear light-weight clothing and bring sun protection. The tour sequence
may vary to avoid overcrowding.

SDH-B / Rethymnon Highlights Difficulty

Experience the ancient beauty and grandeur of Rethymnon during this delightful, half-day sightseeing excursion.
Rethymnon and Fortezza
Depart the pier for the scenic, approximately one-hour drive to Rethymnon, renowned as the homeland of Zeus, god of
Hospitality. Upon arrival, proceed for a visit to the Fortezza. Built by the Venetians to protect its inhabitants from enemy threats,
this star-shaped fortress features three gates and six bastions. In the middle, the Church of St. Nicolo was turned into the
Mosque of the Sultan Ibrahim Han.
 
Old Town and Free Time
Next, commence your walking tour of the Old Town, followed by some free time to explore your surrounds at your leisure or
simply relax with a beverage at a seaside café. At the conclusion of your visit, meet your guide, walk back to the coach and
commence the approximately one-hour drive back to the pier.

KUS-A / Ancient Ephesus with Lunch Difficulty

Embrace the ancient beauty, sites and treasures of Ephesus during a full-day tour of this spectacular old city.
Home of the Virgin Mary
Depart the pier for the drive out of Kusadasi, and towards Bulbul Mountain to see the house that some claim to be the last
home of the Virgin Mary. The Virgin Mary is said to have come here in the company of St. John towards the end of her life,
around 40 A.D. The site remained undiscovered and unvisited for 1,800 years until being described in visions by a German nun
who had not previously seen nor visited the house. Each year, Christians and Muslims who honour 'Meryemana' as the mother
of a great prophet make religious pilgrimages to the site. Beneath the house is a fountain where a sacred spring feeds three
fonts, each bestowing a unique blessing upon visitors. From here, re-board your coach and continue on for the drive to
Ephesus.
 
Ephesus
In ancient times, Ephesus hosted St. Paul, St. John and the Virgin Mary. Ephesus was an important Greek trading city of Ionia.
Later, it became Rome's provincial capital and was home to one of the Seven Wonders of the Ancient World. The massive
foundation of the Temple of Diana can still be seen here today after 3,000 years. In the 60s A.D., when the city supposedly had
a population of nearly 150,000, St. Paul lived here for three years and wrote one of his most famous epistles, the Letter to the
Ephesians.
 
Celsus Library
During your walking tour, see the exquisite Celsus Library. Built in 135 B.C. by a son in homage to his father, this magnificent
library is lavishly decorated with facades, columns and sculptures. The library once housed 12,000 scrolls of papyrus
manuscripts, making it one of the largest in the ancient world and second only to the library in Alexandria, Egypt.
 
Greek Theatre and Temple of Hadrian
Next, proceed to the spectacular Greek Theatre. Originally built in the 3rd century by the Greeks, the theatre was later
expanded to its present capacity of 24,000. From this theatre, which has a row of seats 100 feet (30 metres) above the
orchestra, St. Paul preached to the Ephesians, imploring them to give up their worship of Artemis and embrace the Christian
faith. Your archaeological tour continues with a visit to the Temple of Hadrian, built in the 2nd century A.D. in the name of the
Emperor.
